Geography


Pupils will recap the geography of Europe, looking at where the Roman Empire spread to and how. They will look at evidence found and older maps, including how place names today are still influenced by this ancient power.





History





Pupils will look at the history of the Roman Empire, where it spread to and how it shaped the countries it influenced. They will also look at the inventions and technology created during this period and the work/time it took. The children will also study traditions such as gladiators and roman emperors looking at the roles and responsibilities people held and well as the respect and resilience shown by the all.

During art and design the children will look at the many mosaic patterns and pictures created during the roman period and uncovered through archaeology. They will use this research to help them design and make their own ceramic mosaic.

Religious education





Explain how religious beliefs shape the lives of individuals and communities.

Geography





Collect and analyse statistics and other information in order to draw clear conclusions about locations.





Identify and describe how the physical features affect the human activity within a location.





Use a range of geographical resources to give detailed descriptions and opinions of the characteristic features of a location.





Analyse and give views on the effectiveness of different geographical representations of a location (such as aerial images compared with maps and topological maps - as in London’s Tube map).





Name and locate some of the countries and cities of the world and their identifying human and physical characteristics, including hills, mountains, rivers, key topographical features and land-use patterns; and understand how some of these aspects have changed over time.





Understand some of the reasons for geographical similarities and differences between countries.





Describe how locations around the world are changing and explain some of the reasons for change.





Describe geographical diversity across the world.





Describe how countries and geographical regions are interconnected and interdependent.





Human geography, including: settlements, land use, economic activity including trade links, and the distribution of natural resources including energy, food, minerals, and water supplies.








History





Use sources of evidence to deduce information about the past.





Select suitable sources of evidence, giving reasons for choices.





Use sources of information to form testable hypotheses about the past.





Seek out and analyse a wide range of evidence in order to justify claims about the past.





Understand that no single source of evidence gives the full answer to questions about the past.
