Art and Design


During this unit the pupils will look at two iconic artists from Britain, LS Lowry and David Hockney. They will compare and contrast the two different styles. The pupils will create their own Lowry using watercolours with inspirations from scenes in Skidby and the surrounding areas. 











History





Children will use paintings and sketches to make judgments and inference about life in the past, in particular, looking at Lowry paintings to look at industrial areas in the North West during the early 1900’s. They will then look for alternative sources of evidence to back up their findings of the industrial era, during and after the Victorian era.

The children will use the I pad technology to help create a Hockney inspired piece of artwork. They will look at a range of apps available to help produce artwork for display.
